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Typically a population is very large, making a census or a complete enumeration of all the

values in that population infeasible. A 'sample’ thus forms a manageable subset of a
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population. In positivist research, statistics derived from a sample are analyzed in order
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to draw inferences regarding the population as a whole. The process of collecting

information from a sample is referred to as 'sampling'.
