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Social work research has much in common with evidence-based social work practice. Both endeavors
follow essentially the same problem-solving process in seeking to resolve social welfare problems. Both
begin with the formulation of the problem, which includes recognizing a difficulty, defining it, and
specifying it. Researchers and evidence-based practitioners then generate, explore, and select alternative

strategies for solving the problem.
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
